	Positive Relationships

	Each child is allocated a key person, and systems are in place for when the key person is absent 
	

	Each child receives a warm welcome from a familiar person as they arrive
	

	Time is allocated to ensure every child has regular interactions with their key person and other familiar adults
	

	Songs and rhymes are sung to babies several times throughout the day
	

	Adults are attuned to baby’s needs and can recognise when they require extra comfort through warm interactions and cuddles
	

	Baby’s feelings are validated, and Practitioners are empathetic

	A Unique Child

	All unique needs are met. For example, dietary and medical needs
	

	Families are included in all aspects of children’s learning and development
	

	All babies are represented within the environment
	

	Practitioners observe each baby’s development and learning and use this to plan for next steps 
	

	Each baby is celebrated equally
	

	Babies and families feel equally included in activities and daily routines
	

	Babies’ cultures and languages are celebrated
	

	Settling in periods are catered to meet the baby’s unique needs
	

	Enabling Environments

	The premises is safe and secure for babies to explore freely
	

	There is ample space for babies to explore their bodies through tummy time, rolling, crawling etc
	

	Furniture is appropriate for the different stage of development. For example, chairs or highchairs with safety straps for the smallest babies and chairs with a level of independence for babies as they begin to be more physically able
	

	Noise levels are appropriate 
	

	Safer sleep guidance is always followed
	

	Bedding is clean and suited to the child’s age
	

	A range of well-planned resources are available to support the learning and development of the babies
	

	Sensory experiences and activities are planned for
	

	Songs, rhymes, poems and books are planned for, ensuring they reflect the developmental level of the babies
	

	Babies are supported in appropriate risk taking
	

	Babies are exposed to a language rich environment where they are spoken to and given eye contact with familiar adults 
	

	Learning and Development
	

	Staff gather information from parents/carers prior to settling in
	

	Daily routines are recognised as learning opportunities and embedded in the overarching curriculum
	

	Curriculum in the baby room has a strong emphasis on the three prime areas:
· Personal, Social and Emotional Development
· Communication and Language Development
· Physical Development
	

	A range of open-ended resources, inspiring active learners 
	

	Adults provide ample time and space for babies to become deeply involved in play and exploration
	

	All babies benefit from regular, meaningful serve and return interactions 
	

	Babies are exposed to regular singing and stories
	

	Practitioners have a good understanding of expecting milestones and their role in supporting babies to meet them
	

	Practitioners track the development of babies and understand the setting’s processes which they must follow if they have any concerns
	

	There are regular opportunities to discuss baby’s development with parents/carers 
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
